Thoughtfully consider your life and write two obituaries about you. The first one should answer the
question, “What would newpapers print about you tomorrow if you died today?” Use the second
one for the question “What would you /ike newspapers to print if you died at some point in the
future?” You decide on the time frame (for example, one year, two years, or five years from now).

Now compare the two. How does your “current” obituary differ from your “future” one? What
changes will you have to make to achieve the latter? How do your goals compare to your obituary?
Do you need to make changes to them in order for achieve what you have written in the second one?

You have just been given the same opportunity that Dr. Alfred Nobel received to make life changes
to alter how he would be remembered.

Now, if you still think of this activity as being morbid, let me share this thought with you: You are
going to die one day. There will most likely be an obituary.” Will yours be one you are proud of or
one you wished could be different?
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
